Eight Myanmar marine workers receive compensation

EIGHT Myanmar marine work-
ers who were promised jobs
in Thailand but were instead
trafficked to Benjina Island,
Indonesia received US$32,000
(Ks43.65 million) in compen-
sation from an Indonesian
company yesterday. The Com-
pensation Work Committee led
by Consular and Legal Affairs
Department Director General U
Myo Thant Pe, along with mem-
bers of the committee who are
officials from Ministry of Home
Affairs Anti‘Trafficking in Person
Division and Ministry of Social
Welfare, Relief and Resettle-
ment, handed over money to
the eight workers in the Ministry
office in Yangon yesterday.
“The eight Myanmar ma-
rine workers were trafficked to
the island from Bangkok, Thai-
land. The Myanmar Embassy
in Jakarta exposed this case
of trafficking together with the
Indonesian government depart-
ments and other entities. The
eight were able to appear as
witnesses in the case against
the traffickers and afterwards
the matter of compensation was
followed up with the Indonesian
Attorney General’s office. As per
the agreement of the office of
the Indonesian Attorney Gen-
eral, the eight workers were

granted compensation of about
US$32,000. The compensations
were accepted by the Myanmar
Ambassador to Indonesia and
are now being handed over to
the eight marine workers, de-
pending upon the time they
worked there”, said U Myo
That Pe, the director general of
the Consular and Legal Affairs
Department. U Zaw Zaw Myat,
one of the marine workers who
received compensation, said, “I
arrived in Indonesia in July 2013
from Thailand, where I initially
worked, but I was trafficked to
work on the fishing boats there.
I received only small amounts
of money. I was able to come
back to Myanmar in June 2015.
I received more than US$4,900
as compensation now.” Officials
from the Ministry of Foreign Af-

fairs, Union Attorney General’s
Office, Ministry of Home Affairs,
Ministry of Labour; Immigration
and Population and Ministry of
Social Welfare, Relief and Reset-
tlement, together with Lembaga
Perlindungan Saksi Dan Korban
(LPSK) of Indonesia worked on
the trafficking case. LPSK is a
witness and victim protection
agency of Indonesia.

The Indonesian govern-
ment filed a criminal case
against PT Benjina Pusaka
Resources Company, and on
28 November were ordered to
compensate the eight Myanmar
marine workers. The $32,000
was divided among the eight
Myanmar workers depending
on how long they worked and
how much abuse they endured,
officials said.—Min Thit (MNA)

PR not only in the country but
also in Myanmar embassies, the
number of applications made,
rejected and granted since the
program was started, the issu-
ance of PR cards to those who
are permitted and the status of
assessments submitted by work
committees that will be re-as-
sessed by the central committee.

An official from the Cen-
tral Committee for Implemen-
tation of Permanent Residency
explained about the forming of
the central committee, duties,
the marking scheme and the
application status.

Ofthe permanent residency
permitted to former Myanmar
nationals, four had applied to
become Myanmar citizens again
and confirmation was obtained
to take back the PR cards. The
status of extending the validity
of the PR annually and appli-

cation to change personal in-
formation was also explained
and discussed. Union Minister
U Thein Swe then commented
on the points discussed and con-
cluded the meeting after giving
a closing remark.

The PR system in Myan-
mar was started in 29 January
2015 under four categories for
experts, investors, former My-

Two-year survey shows pollution worst
in lower Bago River

A two-year water quality exam-
ination along the Bago River
has shown that water pollution
of the lower reaches of the nat-
ural waterway have reached
its worst level, according to a
report in the Myawady Daily
yesterday.

The survey shows that al-
though the water quality of the
upper reaches are still good,
the pollution is much worse at
the lower reaches. Throwing

Magway Region to

High supply
on pomelo
causes price
fall

declined due to high supply
and torrential rain in Mon
state, according to a report
in the Myawady Daily.

It also grow in Yan-
gon, Mandalay and Bago
regions and, Kachin and
Kayin states, it is learnt.—

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Ginger to be cultivated in Rakhine State

THE local government is
planning to cultivate ginger
in Rakhine State as a pilot
project with the coopera-
tion of local entrepreneurs,
according to the Union of
Myanmar Federation of
Chambers of Commerce
and Industry (UMFCCD.
To be able to cultivate
ginger in Rakhine State,
the UMFCCI and Rakhine
State Chambers of Com-
merce and Industry (RSC-
CD) will provide 1,000 viss
of ginger seeds while the
Myanmar Fruit, Flower
and Vegetable Producers
and Exporters Associa-
tion (MFVP) will provide
technical assistance. The
groups are planning to
cultivable several acres of
ginger in four townships
— Kyaukpyu, Ponnagyun,
Buthidaung and Maung-
taw — as a pilot project
in Rakhine State with the
investment of the Public
Development Committee

in Kyauktaw Township
and the Cooperative So-
ciety in Rakhine State. If
the project is successful,
they will extend the ginger
cultivation project across
Rakhine State, said U Aung
Aung, the secretary of RSC-
CIL “Myanmar exports the
ginger to Bangladesh and
earns around US$3 million
annually. Currently, ginger
is cultivated mainly in the
southern part of Shan State.
If our cultivation in Rakhine
State is successful, we can
export the ginger to Bang-

ladesh directly, which can
reduce the transport fees”,
he added. “Rakhine State
has a favourable climate
and environment for grow-
ing ginger. We have already
had a ginger market in
America, the Netherlands
and Germany. But we could
even fulfill demand from
Bangladesh,” said U Kyaw
Thu, the secretary of MFVE

Some people were brought
up in desert-covered countries
where purified drinking water
was not available adequately.
Some luckily came into existences
as human beings in the countries
in which well-qualified govern-
ments govern their countries by
taking responsibilities for giving
unluckily born in less-qualified
dictator-governing countries. This
can be said to be effects of Karma,
according to Buddhism.

Survival of the fittest

According to the saying,
“Survival of the fittest,” every
human being has to struggle for
their survival. Much as a mortal
makes concerted effort for his
survival in a warring country void
of basic amenities—food, shelter
and clothing, they will find it dif-
ficult even in getting a meager
amount of meal daily. According-
ly, they decided to abandon their
native lands, finding for greener
pastures.

International Migrants Day

Due to abject poverty, climate
changes, increasing rate of brib-
ery and corruption, burning civil
wars and poor management of
governing bodies, a whole slew
of people including men, women,
children and the aged were dis-

placed to other regions seeming
tobe fit for their survival, deciding
to settle down there. On account
of such exodus of migrants, some
border areas in some countries
are becoming overcrowded with
homeless peoples. While going
about in such a way, many people
lost their lives, especially while
crossing seas by boats. Migrants
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from Libya are facing with risks of
loss of lives more than others else.
Some died from exploitation of
traffickers in persons, in the sea.
Family splits and other sorrowful
events happened.

Still under worries
Amounts of migrants are in-
creasing annually. In 2000, there

were only 175 million migrants in
the world, with in 2017 increasing
up to 250 million. OQut of them,
nearly 90 million migrants went
to Asia Continent. Currently, they
are spreading across the world,
it was said. Thus, global leaders
are under worries concerning
migrations.

Migrants remit over
US $ 530 billion annually to their
native lands, of them to devel-
oping countries US $ 400 billion,
according to the World Bank.

With the inclusion of terror-
ists among the migrants arriving
from the Middle East, terrorist
attacks are increasing in EU
countries, especially in Britain
and France. So, they made re-
strictions over migrants. As a
result, innocent migrants had to
lose their lives at seas. What a
loss of invaluable lives!

Loss of lives

In 2017 alone, the amounts
of lost lives in the Mediterranean
Sea due to boat accidents amount-
ed to over 2000 lives, with over
6000 drowned in 2016. It was a
dreadful figure to the world.

There may be innocent children
among victims. This was actually
attributed to deeds of the greed-
iest human traffickers, hence
the need to take severely action
against them.

Migrantsas wellbelongtoour
human society

In actuality, anyone regard-
less of race, religion, color or
status is a human being. Just be-
cause of poverty and living under
poor regime they had to migrate,
as against their wish. So, instead
of letting these people lose their
lives at seas, arrangements for
the systematic acceptance of the
migrants after careful scrutiny
should be made.

In brief, the United Nations
Organization laid down the char-
ter for protection of migrants and
their families on 18th December
1999. In honor of the day the char-
ter was approved, annually cere-
monies of International Migrants
Day are held across the world.
With a view to giving protection
for migrants, global leaders cel-
ebrate it.

New UN DESA report
finds numbers of migrants
continue to rise

THERE are now an estimated 258 million people living in a country
other than their country of birth — an increase of 49% since 2000
— according to new figures released by UN DESA today, on Inter-
national Migrants Day. The International Migration Report 2017
(Highlights), a biennial publication of the department, states that
3.4% of the world’s inhabitants today are international migrants. This
reflects amodest increase from a value of 2.8% in 2000. By contrast,
the number of migrants as a fraction of the population residing in
high-income countries rose from 9.6% in 2000 to 14% in 2017.

The report reviews the latest migration trends, assesses
the demographic contribution of migration, examines the status
of ratification of relevant conventions and summarizes recent
developments on migration at the United Nations. The data pre-
sented in the report are based on national statistics, obtained from
population censuses as well as population registers and nationally
representative surveys.

International migration is a critical concern for the imple-
mentation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. On
19 September 2016, the General Assembly adopted the New York
Declaration for Refugees and Migrants, in which UN Member
States agreed to implement well-managed migration policies. They
also committed to sharing more equitably the burden and respon-
sibility for hosting and supporting the world’s refugees, protecting
the human rights of all migrants, and countering xenophobia and
intolerance directed towards migrants. An international confer-
ence on migration will be convened in late 2018 for the purpose of
adopting a Global Compact for Safe, Orderly and Regular Migration.
“Reliable data and evidence are critical to combat misperceptions
about migration and to inform migration policies”, observed Mr.
Liu Zhenmin, UN DESA’s Under-Secretary-General. “These new
estimates of numbers of international migrants around the world
will provide an important baseline for Member States as they begin
their negotiations on the Global Compact for Safe, Orderly and
Regular Migration.”

The report shows that international migration makes an impor-
tant contribution to population growth in many parts of the world
and even reverses population decline in some countries or areas.
Between 2000 and 2015, migration contributed 42% of the population
growth in Northern America and 31% in Oceania. In Europe, the
size of the total population would have declined during the period
2000-2015 in the absence of migration.

In 2017, around three quarters (74%) of all international mi-
grants were of working age, or between 20 and 64 years of age,
compared to 57% of the global population. Because international
migrants comprise a larger proportion of working-age persons
compared to the overall population, a net inflow of migrants lowers
the dependency ratio, that is, the number of children and older
persons compared to those of working age. In Africa, Asia, and
Latin America and the Caribbean, the net impact of migration on
population growth is negative in most countries but typically small
compared to other population changes. In some small developing
countries, however, the negative impact of outmigration on the
size of the population can be substantial, especially among adults
of working age.— United Nations ®

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Investigation carried
out into 10 bodies
found in Maungtaw

AN investigation into the
discovery of 10 bodies found
in Indin Village, Maungtaw
Township began yesterday.
Authorities and a medical
team commenced a foren-
sic investigation into the 10
bodies exhumed by security
forces on 18 December.

The bodies were found
in a mass grave after author-
ities acted on an anonymous
tip-off, according to local
police. The investigation is
being conducted by a team
comprised of the Medical
Superintendent of Maung-
taw Township Hospital, the
Maungtaw Township Judge,
officials from the Maungtaw
District General Administra-
tion Department, and Indin
police.

In a statement regard-
ing the discovery of the mass
grave, the Tatmadaw said ac-
tion would be taken against
those who were involved in
the killings.

In conducting law en-

forcement measures to re-
store rule of law following the
25 August terrorist attacks by
the Arakan Rohingya Salva-
tion Army (ARSA) extremist
terrorists in the area, security
forces were ordered to follow
rules of engagement, said the
statement. “An investigation
isbeing carried out to uncover
the truth behind the grave,”
according to the statement
released by the Office of the
Commander-in-Chief of De-
fence Services.

In the terrorist attack,
ARSA terrorists holding arms
committed besieging and
threatening villagers from
ethnic villages, members of
Myanmar Police Force, de-
partmental personnel and
members of the Sangha by
chanting and raided the vil-
lages and police outposts
where least police members
were assigned one after
another by fleshing torch-
es at night. —Myanmar
News Agency ®

NCA signatories committed to
achieving results at Union Peace
Conference - 21% Century Panglong

Eight signatories to the Na-

committees.

The meeting ended on Mon-
day. During the five-day meeting,
they discussed five sectors of po-
litical, security, social, econom-
ic, land and environment issues
that will be submitted to the 3
session of the Union Peace Con-
ference — 21 Century Panglong.

“From the discussions in this
meeting, relevant work commit-
tees are submitting sector-wise
reports to the PPST meeting.
These will be discussed and con-

firmed and then will be re-sub-
mitted to national-level political
dialogue, where their thoughts
and ideas will be combined”, said
Pado Saw Kwe Htoo Win.

Road link between Sittway, Maungtaw to benefit local people

The Department of Bridges un-
der the Ministry of Construction
is building several bridges that
will help regional development
in Rakhine State.

Following is the interview
with Deputy Administrator for
Construction and officials visit-
ing in Rakhine State.

UKyaw Lin, Deputy Minister
for Construction

Roads and bridges are being
built in order to develop Buthi-
daung, Yathedaung and Maung-
taw regions. First of all, the
ministry issued designs and QC
(quality control) to construct an
18-foot-wide concrete road con-
ducted by Asia World Co., Ltd
under the Union Enterprise for
Humanitarian Assistance, Re-
settlement and Development in
Rakhine (UEHRD). It is about 50
miles from Ahngu Maw to Maung-
taw, and it can promote the devel-
opment of the region. We are now
paving two roads through Yoma.
They are Kyauk Pnnu-Zayti Pyin
Road and Kyein Chaung-Goat
Pi Road. The main thing is that
we are in urgent need of paving
the motorway from Buthidaung

and Maungtaw regions, and from
Sittway to Maungtaw. That’s why
we are paving the roads, which
are about 95 miles long, towards
Sittway, Punnagyun, Yathedaung,
Buthidaung and Maungtaw, re-
spectively. We are currently build-
ing five bridges at the same time.
It has been learnt that arrange-
ments are being made to finish
the bridges in March. We can
drive from Sittway to Maungtaw
in March, 2018.

UOhnLwin, Director General,
Department of Highways

We are conducting to pave
two roads among the four roads,
and these roads can lead to Mt.
May Yu. The first road is Zayti
Pyin-Indin-Kyauk Pannu, which
are 10 miles and 7 furlongs long.
We are using 28 mechanism cars,
and going to build 75 bridges on
the roads.

The width
of the road is 34 feet. According
to the budget allotment, another
concrete road, which is 18 feet

long, will be built. It can improve
the transportation system be-
tween the eastern and western
parts of Mt. May Yu.

Britain’s new 3 billion
pound warship has a leak

LONDON — Britain’s big-
gest ever warship, the new
3.1 billion pound ($4.2 bil-
lion) aircraft carrier HMS
Queen Elizabeth, has a
leak and needs repairs, the
Ministry of Defence (MoD)
said on Tuesday.

The 65,000-tonne ship,
hailed as Britain’s most
advanced military vessel
and which was only offi-
cially commissioned by
the queen two weeks ago,
has an issue with a shaft
seal which was identified
during sea trials, the MoD
said.

“This is scheduled for

repair while she is along-
side at Portsmouth,” a
Royal Navy spokesman
said. “It does not prevent
her from sailing again and
her sea trials program will
not be affected.”

The Sun newspaper
reported that the 280-me-
tre (920-foot) warship, the
nation’s future flagship
vessel, was letting in 200
liters of water every hour
and the fix would cost mil-
lions of pounds.

A defence source
said the navy was aware
the ship, which took eight
years to build, had an is-

sue when it was handed
over by manufacturers and
the Sun said the builders
would have to foot the re-
pair bill.

The Aircraft Carrier
Alliance — a consortium
including British engi-
neering companies BAE
Systems and Babcock, and
the UK division of France’s
Thales — built the Queen
Elizabeth and its sister
aircraft carrier, the HMS
Prince of Wales, as apart of
a 6.2 billion pound project.

“It’s normal practice
for a volume of work and
defect resolution to contin-

ue following vessel accept-
ance,” BAE Systems said
in a statement. “This will
be completed prior to the
nation’s flagship re-com-
mencing her programme
at sea in 2018.”

Chris Parry, a former
senior Royal Navy officer,
said all ships took on water.

“That’s why you have
pumps,” he told Sky News.
“When you get a brand
new car not everything’s
perfect, you have to send
itback to the garage to get
afew things tweaked. This
is exactly in that bracket.”

Speeding train derails on
new route in Washington
state, killing three

DUPONT, Washington—
An Amtrak train derailed
on Monday as it took a
corner on a new stretch
of track in Washington
state at more than twice
the speed limit, sending
passenger cars tumbling
from a bridge and killing
at least three people.

The train was on its
inaugural run on a fast-
er route from Seattle to
Portland, Oregon, when
13 of its 14 cars jumped
the tracks and tumbled
onto a major highway
near the town of DuPont.

In addition to the
three fatalities, about
100 people were taken
to nearby hospitals, of
whom 10 had serious in-
juries, Washington State
Patrol spokeswoman
Brooke Bova told a news
conference.

Seven motor vehicles
were also involved in the
accident, and fragments
of the bridge were left
scattered on the highway.

Some motorists were in-
jured but none died, au-
thorities said.

Amtrak said there
were people 86 aboard
the train, 80 of them pas-
sengers.

Officials with the
National Transportation
Safety Board (NTSB) said
late on Monday that a data
recorder recovered from
arear locomotive showed
the train was traveling 80
miles (130 km) per hourin
a 30 mile-per-hour zone
when it jumped the track
at a curve leading up to
the bridge.

NTSB spokeswom-
an Bella Dinh-Zarr told
reporters it was too early
to tell if the train’s speed
contributed to the derail-
ment. But the accident
seems likely to intensify
concerns about railroad
company’s safety record,
which was already under
scrutiny following a se-
ries of fatal incidents.

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Philippines withdraws bid for US
grant, says unrelated to rights

MANILA — The Philip-
pines said on Tuesday it
has withdrawn an appli-
cation for a second grant
from a US aid agency, the
Millennium Challenge
Corp (MCC), after getting
aninitial five-year $434 mil-
lion grant in 2010 aimed at
reducing poverty.

Such grants require
counterpart funding from
the Philippines for MCC-fi-
nanced projects, but pres-
idential spokesman Harry
Roque said the govern-
ment wanted to channel
resources into rebuilding
Marawi, a southern city
devastated in fighting be-
tween the military and Is-
lamist insurgents this year.

“It was deemed that
for the time being, we will
withdraw our application
for the second cycle and
we will focus instead on
the rebuilding of Marawi,”
Roque said.

“We have to re-allo-
cate our resources and
priority to the rebuilding
of Marawi.”

The issue of aid has
been contentious in the
Philippines of late, with
President Rodrigo Duterte
objecting to donors attach-
ing conditions to their help,
and especially to any ex-
pressions of concern about
human rights.

Nearly 4,000 people
have been killed by police
since June last year. Police
reject allegations they are

executing drug users and
dealers and say Kkillings
were all in self-defence.
Several thousand oth-
er people have been killed
in mysterious circum-
stances, with the police
usually attributing those
deaths to gang violence.
In August, the MCC
upheld the eligibility of
the Philippines to secure
a fresh grant, after initial-

ly deferring a vote on its
re-selection for help amid
concern about the stagger-
ing death toll in Duterte’s
ferocious war on drugs.

The Southeast Asian
country’ graft-fighting ef-
forts are also on the spot-
light after it fell short of
the “control of corruption”
target on the MCC’s score-
card.

But Roque was quick
to point out that the deci-
sion to withdraw the ap-
plication for another MCC
grant had nothing to do
with such issues.

He said the govern-
ment would “probably”
apply for another MCC
grant in future. This year,
his government rejected
about 250 million euros
($295 million) in European
Union grants. Officials of
the MCC, which describes
itself on its website as an
independent US foreign
aid agency created by the
US Congress in 2004, were
not available for comment.

Thai PM says it will lift
ban on politics, paving
way for election

BANGKOK— Thai Prime
Minister Prayuth Chan-
ocha said on Tuesday he
would use a special order
that gives the military
sweeping powers to lift
a ban on political activi-
ty that has been in place
since a 2014 coup, paving
the way for a 2018 general
election.

Major political par-
ties had urged the gov-
ernment for months to lift
the ban to allow parties to
prepare for the vote and
the announcement won
some applause from gov-
ernment critics.

Prayuth, who is also
head of the junta, has said
that Thailand will hold an
election in November2018
— news that was largely
welcomed by investors
in Southeast Asia’s sec-
ond-biggest economy.
“The government will
have to use Article 44 to
solve this problem (polit-
ical activity deadlock),”
Prayuth told reporters,
referring to a constitu-
tional clause that grants

the military absolute
powers. Prayuth did not
say when the order would
take effect.

According to the usu-
al procedure, executive
orders must be published
in the Royal Gazette be-
fore they can become law.

Thanawut Wichaid-
it, spokesman for the
red-shirt United Front
of Democracy Against
Dictatorship which op-
poses military rule and
has made statements crit-
ical of the junta, said the
announcement was “the
first step for elections and
democracy”.

“It’s definitely a good
thing,” he said, adding
that the junta should also
lift a ban on public gath-
erings. The military has
been running Thailand
since the May 2014 coup
when it ousted the civil-
ian government of Prime
Minister Yingluck Shina-
watra, ending years of po-
litical turmoil, including
pro- and anti-government
street protests.—Reuters

ESPN President Skipper
resigns to deal with
substance addiction

LOS ANGELES — Walt Dis-
ney Co’s (DIS. N) John Skipper
resigned on Monday as presi-
dent of ESPN, the company’s
most important network, due to
a problem with addiction.

“I have struggled for many
years with a substance addic-
tion,” SKipper, who was also Dis-
ney Media Networks co-chair-
man, said in a statement. “I have
decided that the most important
thing I can do right now is to
take care of my problem.” (es.

George Bodenheimer will
be the sports network’s acting
chairman for the next 90 days,
ESPN said in a statement. He
had been its president from 1998
to 2011 and executive chairman
until May 2014.

An ESPN spokeswoman de-
clined to comment on who may
be considered as Skipper’s suc-
Cessor.

Skipper’s departure comes
within a few days after Disney
struck a deal to buy film, tele-
vision and international busi-
nesses from Rupert Murdoch’s
Twenty-First Century Fox Inc
(FOXA.O) for $52.4 billion.

Skipper, who became ESPN
president in 2012, has led the

LOS ANGELES — When director
Ridley Scott decided to remove
Kevin Spacey from his film “All the
Money in the World” and reshoot
it with Christopher Plummer; he
did not just pull off an extraordi-
nary feat.

Plummer’s performance as
US oil billionaire J Paul Getty also
subtly changed the tone of the
movie about the sensational 1973
kidnapping of Getty’s 16-year-old
grandson.

“There is a coolness to Kevin.
That’s his style, even when he’s
being emotional,” Scott said in an
interview. “This man (Plummer)
has enormous charm, and when
you apply that charm to such,
sometimes really hard, words,
it makes it much more interest-
ing,” he said. Part biography and
part thriller, “All the Money in the
World” dramatizes the kidnapping
in Italy of John Paul Getty ITI and
his grandfather’s refusal to pay a
$17 million ransom despite being
the richest man in the world. In

arare move, Scott announced in
November that he would reshoot
the finished film with Plummer
after allegations of sexual mis-
conduct against Spacey, saying
he feared negative publicity would
damage the film’s prospects.

Spacey issued an apology for
the first reported incident, involv-
ing actor Anthony Rapp. He has
since been accused of misconduct
by more than 30 men and dropped
from the next season of Netflix TV
series “House of Cards.” Reu-
ters has been unable to verify
the allegations against Spacey.
The Oscar-winning actor is seek-
ing unspecified treatment, and
a representative on Monday did
not respond to a request for com-
ment. The Sony Pictures, movie,
now starring Plummer along with
original cast members Michelle
Williams and Mark Wahlberg, will
be released in Europe later this
week and in the United States on
25 December.

Plummer, 88, sought to bring

humanity to Getty, although he
said he “made no pretense at re-
search” for the role ahead of a
nine-day reshoot in London and
Rome in mid-November. He did
not see Spacey’s original scenes.

“I had to follow the writing,
allin a very short space of time,”
Plummer said. “I saw him more
vulnerable than the script sug-
gested ... so he would have some
dimension and some humanity.”

Plummer, Scott and Williams
were nominated last week for
Golden Globe awards.

Scott said he was initially
drawn to the project not so much
because of the kidnapping by the
‘Ndrangheta, the Calabrian mafia,
who cut off their victim’s ear, but
because of the elder Getty.“He’s
an enigmatic character who iso-
lated himself through wealth.
When somebody becomes that
wealthy; all the friends start evap-
orating, so he was an isolated indi-
vidual,” the British director said.
Getty died in 1976.— Reuters ®

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Fifty Chinese couples marry in mass ceremony in Sri Lanka

COLOMBO — Fifty couples from
China tied the knot in the Sri Lan-
kan capital on Sunday in a mass
wedding ceremony, conducted in
the island’s Buddhist traditions,
as the island aims to woo more
tourists.

The couples included new-
ly-weds as well as already mar-
ried couples aiming to re-dedicate
their marriages, officials said.

Some were dressed in the
traditional attire of Sri Lanka’s
mountainous central region while
others wore Chinese or Western
clothes at the main ceremony in
the central Colombo area.

“There’ll be many more cou-
ples who want to come here and
celebrate true marriages from
China and other parts of the
world,” Tourism Minister John
Amaratunga told Reuters.

“It'll be an opening to say Sri
Lanka is the best destination for
foreigners.” Chinese tourist arriv-
als in Sri Lanka have been rising

and now account for around 13
per cent of the two million tourists
ayear who visit the country, sec-
ond only to the number of Indian
visitors, official data show.

Tourism accounts for around
5 per cent of gross domestic prod-
uct and arrivals this year have
already reached about 2.3 million.

China is pouring hundreds of
millions of dollars into Sri Lanka
for major infrastructure projects
and Colombo is one of the major
partners in Beijing’s “One Belt
One Road” project.

“This is a beautiful country.
We love the traditional ceremo-
ny,” bridegroom Wei Ying Nang,
28, told Reuters after the wedding,
standing beside his wife, who was
dressed in a white wedding frock
while he wore a suit.

Alice Wu, dressed in a golden
sari from Sri Lanka’s mountain-
ous region, said she was interest-
ed in the culture since she studied
traditional Kandyan dancing in

Tokyo zoo celebrates panda cub Xiang
Xiang’s public debut

TOKYO — Tokyo’s Ueno zoo
on Monday held an event cel-
ebrating the impending public
debut of giant panda cub Xiang
Xiang, inviting some 130 guests,
including the wife of the Chinese
ambassador to Japan, to mark
the occasion.

“I hope that Xiang Xiang
will grow in good health and
become an envoy of peace and
friendship,” said Wang Wan, the
wife of Chinese Ambassador to
Japan Cheng Yonghua. China
began gifting pandas to Japan
in 1972 when bilateral ties were
restored after World War II.

“I also hope that children in
areas affected by the (2011) Great
East Japan Earthquake will have
the opportunity to meet Xiang
Xiang,” she said.

After the ceremony, guests
and some lucky children got the
opportunity to see Xiang Xiang
a day before her much-awaited
public debut with mother Shin
Shin. “It is my honour and joy
to be able to share this occasion
with the public for the first time
in29years,” Yutaka Fukuda, head
of the Ueno Zoological Gardens,
said after receiving a gift of a pan-
da figurine from Wang,

The last time a giant panda
born at the zoo went on show for
the first time was in 1988 when a
cub named Yu Yu was unveiled.

After seeing the cub on Mon-

day, Tokyo Gov. Yuriko Koike told
the press, “She has a lot of energy.
She showed us her cute bottom
climbing in a tree and held bam-
boo in her mouth.”

Xiang Xiang, fathered by Ri
Ri and born approximately six
months ago, has fattened up,
going from her 147-gram birth
weight to over 12 kilograms, ac-
cording to the zoo.

The zoo conducted a lottery
to allocate times for up to 2,000

daily visitors. The cub will be on
display for two-and-a-half hours
per day until 31 January, with the
zoo restricting numbers in or-
der to avoid overwhelming Xiang
Xiang.

Due to the over 247,000 appli-
cations received, the zoo installed
alive video feed from inside Xiang
Xiang’s enclosure so that those
who missed out can still get a
look at the zoo’s newest star.
