of San José.

On 13 December 1969, 
he was ordained a priest by 
Archbishop Ramón José 
Castellano.  Between 1970 
and 1971, he continued his 
training at the University 
of Alcalá de Henares in 
Spain and on 22 April 1973, 
made his final profession 
with the Jesuits. 

Between 1973 to 2013, 
Bergoglio served as rector, 
spiritual director, confes-
sor, archbishop and car-
dinal.

On 13 March 2013, at 
the age of 76, Jorge Mario 
Bergoglio was named as 
the 266th Pope of the Ro-
man Catholic Church.  He 
is the first non-European 
and the first Jesuit priest 
to be named Pope.

Border trade income at Kaw-
thoung gate between Thai and 
Myanmar as of 10th November 
in current FY is US$38 million 
more than similar period of last 
FY, according to the statistics of 
Commerce Ministry. 

Between 1st April and 10th 
November this FY, export in-
come via Kawthoung was over 
$61 million whereas import 
fetched $39 million, totaling 
over $100 million. The figure is 
up by $38 million as Kawthoung 
border trade amounted to only 
$62 million, in the similar period 
of last FY. 

Capital goods such as 
machinery and raw industrial 
goods such as cement and fer-
tilizer are primarily imported 
into the country. Myanmar’s 
main export item to Thailand 
via Kawthoung checkpoint is 
fisheries products. 

In the similar point, 
Myawady, which performs the 
largest border trade with Thai-
land, shows decrease of $28 mil-
lion compared to last FY. 

“Currently, trade value 
meets expected trade revenue 

at Kawthoung gate, despite re-
duction in expected value. Trade 
earnings is down by 30 per cent 
compared to last decade”, said 
U Khin Maung Gyi, a responsi-
ble person from the Chambers 
of Commerce of Kawthoung. 

Importers have to go to 
Nay Pyi Taw in order to seek 
import permit for raw industri-
al goods, consuming time and 

money. Therefore, merchants 
wish to request the related min-
istry to open branch office in 
Kawthoung. 

“Infrastructure like elec-
tricity plays a vital role in en-
hancing trade. Currently, we 
have to pay Ks280 per unit. Ad-
ditionally, freights are carried to 
and from ranoung with ships.  
This makes Kawthoung trade 

lag benind Myawady gate. If 
there is Kawthoung-ranoung 
cross-border bridge, it will fa-
cilitate trade flow”, said U Khin 
Maung Gyi.  

Currently, goods are trans-
ported from and to ranoung 
with ships which can load 1,000 
tons, taking about 20 days for 
shipping, said merchants from 
Kawthoung.

Bilateral trade with Viet Nam tops $377 million in current FY

TrAde between Myanmar and 
Viet Nam exceeded US$377 mil-
lion as of September this year, 
according to a monthly report 
of the Ministry of Commerce.

over the first half of the 
current financial year, the coun-
try imported over $295 million 
from Viet Nam, while exports to 
the ASeAN member state was 
more than $80 million.

Myanmar exports agri-

cultural products, timber and 
marine and mineral products 
to Vietnam while it imports car 
spare parts, computer parts, 
construction materials, steel, 
plastics, pharmaceuticals and 
other chemical products. 

Viet Nam’s trade and in-
vestment with Myanmar have 
substantially increased year 
by year. 

The total bilateral trade in 

the last fiscal year of 2016-2017 
hit a record high of more than 
$494 million during the six con-
secutive years.

The official statistics show 
that trade with the Socialist 
republic was $346 million in 
2015-2016 FY, $321 million in 
2014-2015 FY, $281 million in 
2013-2014 FY, $155 million in 
2012-2013 FY and $143 million 
in 2011-2012 FY.

Between April and Sep-
tember of this year, the trade 
between Myanmar and ASeAN 
members totalled $5.716 billion, 
according to the ministry.

Myanmar is putting forth 
continuous efforts to boost 
exports in the long, medium 
and short term plans, finding 
new international markets 
for locally produced products.

Five sectors proposed to list on National export Strategy

ASSoCIATIoNS concerning 
fruits and vegetables, handi-
craft, agro products, jewelleries 
and ICT digital economy have 
submitted proposals to put 
those five sectors on Nation-
al export Strategy (NeS), dr 
Htein Lynn, director of Strate-
gic Trade Promotion division, 
Myanmar Trade Promotion or-
ganization under the Ministry of 
Commerce. 

“Associations requested 
the government to add those 

sectors on the list of NeS. The 
existing NeS is due in 2019 and 
so, those sectors cannot be cur-
rently incorporated on NeS. 
However, the associations have 
not even determined which one 
should add on the list as there 
are around 11 associations re-
garding to arts and crafts. Sim-
ilarly, fruits and vegetables are 
not selected to put on the list. At 
present, the associations them-
selves are under discussion for 
this”, he added. 

Those proposed sectors 
will be embodied into NeS af-

ter 2020, said dr. Htein Lynn. 
NeS project launched in 2015, 
including textile and garment, 
forestry products, beans, pulses 
and oilseeds, rice, fishery, rub-
ber and tourism. 

The National export Strat-
egy (NeS) provides Myanmar 
with a detailed framework and 
decision-making instrument to 
guide the country’s trade de-
velopment and boast its export 
competitiveness. It outlines con-
crete, market-based solutions to 
address competitiveness con-
straints affecting Myanmar’s 

competitiveness in global mar-
kets. It is the NeS’s vision to 
create “sustainable export-led 
growth and prosperity for an 
emerging Myanmar”. 

The NeS provides a target-
ed plan for Myanmar to effec-
tively allocate financial, techni-
cal and institutional resources 
to specific trade development 
priorities. In doing so, the NeS 
aims to stimulate the country’s 
trade and export sector, creat-
ing jobs and contributing to the 
overall socio-economic develop-
ment of the country.       
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Fisheries export revenue declines at 
Thai-Myanmar border gates these days

ExporT earnings from fisher-
ies sector at Thai-Myanmar land 
points of entries are recently 
decreasing, U Myint Zin Htoo, 
the deputy director-general of 
Fisheries Department. 

Between 1st and 10th No-
vember, more than 7,349 tons of 
fisheries products were shipped 
out of three Thai-Myanmar bor-
der gates-Myawady, Myeik and 
Kawthoung, but, thereafter, 
export volume is on downward 

trend and down to 5,130 tons. 
The fisheries export volum 

of this fiscal year is up compared 
to that of last FY but it drops 
against last week. 

As of 10th November this 
FY, export income from fisheries 
sector through 16 border gates 
and sea route reached more 
than US$370 million. 

permit for fishing vessels is 
planned to reduce from 30 to 20 
per cent next year. Therefore, 

fish farming sector needs to be 
enhanced.  The fishery export 
sector attained the highest in-
come of over US$650million in 
2012-2013 FY and thereafter, the 
value of fishery export gradually 
declined due to erratic weath-
er and scarcity of fish resource 
caused by illegal fishing meth-
ods.  Myanmar’s fishery sec-
tor is endeavouring to shift to 
modern farming system from 
traditional method. –GNLM      

Bilateral trade between Singapore and Myanmar hits 
around US$1.26 billion in first half of current FY

BiLATErAL trade between 
Singapore and Myanmar during 
first half of current Fiscal Year 
has reached US$1.86 billion, 
with estimated export value of 
$649 million and import value 
of over $1.2 billion. 

Among regional countries, 
Singapore is placed at second in 
bilateral trade after neighbour-
ing country Thailand. 

Fruits, vegetables, rice, 
corns, green grams and other 

pulses, ginger, flowers are ex-
ported to Singapore while capi-
tal goods, raw industrial materi-
als such as petroleum products, 
chemicals, etc and consumer 
products are imported into My-
anmar.

Bilateral trade values was 
about $2.96 billion in FY 2016-
2017, $3.69 billion in FY 2015-16, 
$4.89 billion in FY 2014-2015, $3.6 
billion in FY 2013-2014, $2.82 bil-
lion in FY 2012-2013 and about $3 

billion in FY 2011-2012. 
in addition, Singapore is 

the main investor with esti-
mated capital of US$1.71 billion 
brought into the country as of 
end of october in current fiscal 
year, according to the statistics 
of the Myanmar investment 
Commission (MiC).  Since FY 
1988-89, 266 projects from Sin-
gapore were approved by MiC 
with investments of about $18.6 
billion. — Mon Mon      

private sector imports up by over $1.3 billion

THE import value of intermedi-
ate goods by the private sector 
went up by more than US$1.3 
billion in the current financial 
year, according to official sta-
tistics of the Ministry of Com-
merce.

Between April and second 
week of November, the country’s 
import of intermediate goods 
exceeded $4.3 billion, including 

$78 million from the government 
sector and $4.2 billion from the 
private sector. 

This time last year, the 
country bought similar products 
amounting to $3.014 billion from 
overseas customers, including 
$2.954 billion from the private 
sector. The total import of goods 
in the current FY hit over $10.990 
billion, including over $3.916 bil-

lion worth of capital goods and 
$2.717 billion worth of consumer 
goods.  Myanmar conducts trade 
with Asian countries, ASEAN 
member states, island nations, 
Middle East countries, some 
European and African states, 
and other western countries. 
roughly 80 per cent of the coun-
try’s external trade is through 
sea routes.—Khine Khant

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Endangered tigers in Htamanthi Wildlife 
Sanctuary to be observed using camera traps

WitH the help of 50 camera 
traps, research to survey the 
habits of endangered tigers 
in the areas of Nanphilin and 
Nanyanyin of Htamanthi Wild-
life Sanctuary will be conduct-
ed. 

in an attempt to survey 
the number of indian (or Ben-
gal) tigers and their habits, two 
blocks are separated in each 
area, with 50 camera traps in-
stalled in one block. 

“Camera traps aim to cap-
ture and detect the habitat of 
tigers and their prey. Wildlife 
staff who is accustomed to 
the habitat of wildlife animals 
managed to install the traps”, 
said U Kyaw Moe, in charge 
of Sagaing Region for Wildlife 
Conservation Society (Myan-
mar).

there are two tiger spe-
cies in Myanmar; indian (or) 
Bengal tigers and indo-Chi-

na tigers. Htamanthi Wildlife 
Sanctuary is also a natural 
habitat of indian (or Bengal) 
tigers. 

During FY 2015-2016, a 
camera trapping survey was 
systematically conducted, 
setting 25 camera points for 
each block. two camera traps 

were placed in each monitor-
ing point and those points are 
2 kilometers away from each 
other. this survey is jointly 
carried out by the Forest De-
partment, Htamanthi Wildlife 
Sanctuary Forest Department 
and Wildlife Conservation So-
ciety (Myanmar).—Nyitoo

Mekong Region faces 
increase in prevalence of 
non-communicable diseases

GREAtER Mekong Sub-Re-
gional countries including My-
anmar are facing an increase 
in prevalence of non-com-
municable diseases (NCDs), 
according to a report of the 
Myawady Daily.

this come from the 9th 
international Conference on 
Public Health held on 22-23 
November in Yangon.

the non-communica-
ble diseases, a group of 
conditions, include cardi-
ovascular disease, stroke, 
diabetes, chronic respira-
tory diseases, cancers and 
mental illness. 

Nowadays, NCDs are 
the leading cause of death 
in developed and developing 
countries alike.

the chronic diabetes, 
hypertension and heart dis-

eases as well as cancers are 
hard to cure than other dis-
eases, said Dr Khine Khine 
thin, a member of National 
Health Plan implementation 
Monitoring Body. 

the majority of patients 
with chronic illness wish to 
discontinue treatment be-
cause of financial hardship, 
she added.

According to the Global 
Status Report on Non-Com-
municable Diseases 2010, 
the NDCs killed tens of mil-
lions of people in 2008, and 
a large proportion of these 
deaths occurred before the 
age of 60. 

the magnitude of these 
diseases continues to rise, 
especially in low-and-mid-
dle-income countries.—

Transport 
is poor. During the rains, we have 
to spend a night just to draw our 
salary. So we could not make pro-
gress in teaching as expected. It 
would be appropriate if a certain 
person takes the responsibility of 
drawing all the salaries. We see no 
borders as long as there is peace 
and security.

U Maung Byawh, teacher, 
Thaohottaw Post BEPS

We were sent to the assigned 
schools on 20 this month. After 
drawing our salary for this month, 
we will go to our assigned places. 
It is not convenience for us as 

we will have to draw our salary 
by ourselves. It takes five hours 
and cost K 15000 to get our salary. 
Most of the students are of the 
Islamic faith. We have to learn 
their language first in teaching 
them. Now we are attached at 
Ngakuya school.

U Than Lwin, teacher, 
Ngayantchaung BEPS

We have over 100 students. 
They are ethnic Rakhines, Mros 
and Thets and students of Islamic 
faith. We closed our school after 
the incidents on 25 August. We 
have not reopened it yet. Food 
is poor. Teachers in Maungtaw 
region face difficulties in drawing 
their salary by themselves. It will 
be good for us if the school head 
takes this responsibility. Some 
places are not secure for teachers 
till now.

U Soe Min Kyaw, 
Yankhaceti BEPS

Yankhaceti BEPS has lesser 
number of students. And there 
are only three teachers. Many 

people of the village were mur-
dered during the terrorist attacks. 
We could not go anywhere. We 
faced hardships as it was rainy 
season. We draw our salary in 
Buthidaung. It is too difficult for 
us to get the monthly salary. Poor 
transport is our main difficulty. 
Improve in transport will erase 
all difficulties.

Due to the terrorist attacks 
in Maungtaw region, Rakhine 
State, 16 high schools, 109 middle 
schools and 58 primary schools 
totaling 183 schools were tem-
porarily closed in Maungtaw 
Township, and 10 high schools, 
107 middle schools and 104 prima-
ry schools totaling 220 schools, in 
Buthisdaung Township in Maung-
taw District. Education Ministry 
made arrangements to reopen 
the schools on 13 and 14 Septem-
ber. Maungtaw Township has 1281 
teachers, Buthidaung Township 
has 1384. The whole Maungtaw 
District has over 2600 teachers. 
Arrangements are under way to 
appoint teacher assistances.—

Much as we are facing international pressure, allegations 
and criticisms over the Rakhine State affair, Rakhine State 
Peace, Stability and Development committee chaired by 
the State counsellor was formed, constantly performing 
the tasks under the management of four working commit-
tees.

Thus it is being handled with 
great care. According to findings after a year-long study of 
the advisory commission on Rakhine State Affair, the tasks 
which will be beneficial for the country and the people 
among the recommendations of the advisory commission 
are now under implementation.

A
S soon as I heard the 
good tidings in our 
media about the visit 
of his holiness Pope 

Francis to Myanmar 27-30 No-
vember 2017, my heart and soul 
were filled with elations. Though 
the Vatican city State and My-
anmar have long history of dip-
lomatic relations since the early 
days of Myanmar Kings, no Pope 
had ever visited Myanmar. 

As a historian, I can trace 
the origin of this relation as far 
back as possible. In the time 
of King Bodawpaya [1782-1819 
A.D), there was already estab-
lished at his capital city Amara-
pura Roman catholic mission 
of Barnabite Order headed by 
most reverend father Sanger-
mano, who was the most trusted 
friend of Myanmar King. he built 
a church and a missionary school 
on the glebe lands donated by the 
King. he wrote a very valuable 
account of his happy years at 
Amarapura and his wide travels 
in the kingdom and published in 
a book form “A Description of the 
Burmese Empire”. In it he de-
scribed in detail the economy pol-
itics, religion and socio-culture of 
Myanmar people and ethnic na-
tionalities. he admired Myanmar 
Kings policy and administration 
particularly religious freedom. 
King Bodawpaya’s Empire was, 
he says very strong, organized 
and the vast and greatest empire 
in Southeast Asia.

 In the time of King Mindon 
the second last Myanmar king 
[1853-73 A.D] diplomatic rela-
tives were established between 
Vatican city State and Yandan-
apon Naypyidaw. But there was 
no resident Papul Nuncio at the 
capital King Mindon sent some 
young Myanmar scholars to Italy 
to learn science and technology 
and navigation, under the guard-
ianship of catholic missionary 
monks. 

In 1958, as a student in Lon-
don I hitchhiked from Geneva to 
Italy. I had the chance to visit St. 
Peters’ cathedral in Rome. Lat-
er, in my capacity as Direct Gen-

eral of Fine Arts Department, 
as well as that of Archaeology 
Department, I made two official 
visits to the Vatican city, with the 
support of uNEScO. On these 2 
occasions I not only received the 
blessings of the then Pope who 
was making public appearance 
and giving blessings to the audi-
ence but also got the chance to 
visit the museum. Where I saw 
to my surprise and delight rick 
royal gifts of King Mindon to the 
Pope. Among them were a gold 
cross studded with rubies, a gold 
swan okh [rice container] for the 
pope and jewel studded gold book 
stand for the holy Bible. I also 
saw gold gilt Myanmar pei [palm 
leaf] and parabike [folding paper] 
on which, I think, Bible and Tes-
taments were written. There may 
be similar objects of historical 
value in the museums of catholic 
churchs in other cities in Italy.

 In the 19th century onwards 
catholic mission of Delasa Order 
flourished in Myanmar. here I am 
proud to say that I was the prod-
uct of catholic missionary school, 
St. Peter’s English high School, 
Mandalay from where I passed 
the Matric Examination in 1948. 

I am now a late octogenarian still 
going strong in brain and brawn 
—the credit goes to my parents 
and to my Buddhist monk teach-
ers and catholic missionary 
teachers of St. Paters’. highly 
disciplined life of my high school 
years was rigid, but happy. Three 
times a day for catholic prayers, 
the Bible teachings catechism 
and instructions on morals and 
manners by catholic priests and 
brothers had laid a good strong 
foundation for becoming a good 
citizen of the country. On the fare-
well day when the matriculation 
Examination results showed all 
StPeters’ students passed with 
distinctions, we Myanmar Bud-
dhist students knelt down and 
paid worships to our teachers. 
The then principal of school Rev. 
Brother Director clemetion ut-
tered words of appreciation in 
Pali Sadu Sadu Sadu (well done) 
we all shed tears of delight as 
well as sorrows to leave our alma 
mater school. We also noticed 
that Rev Brother clemention 
was also tearful, for missing his 
smart obedient pupils.

 Now Myanmar is lucky to be 
blessed by the visit of his holi-
ness Pope Francis. In the press 
release of the catholic Bishops 
conference of Myanmar in Yan-
gon it is said that “Pope Francis 
to meet all people of Myanmar”. 
he would stop in Yangon and 
Nay Pyi Taw. The crest published 
togather with the news has the 
map of Myanmar with letters 
“Love and Peace” on the top and 
cspfjcif;arwÅm and jidrf;csrf;jcif; below. 

Loving kindness [metta.] 
and Peace are the very same 
words Lord Buddha emphasized 
not only in his peaching and 
teaching but also in his mission-
ary works. They proved always 
successful! “catholic” meaning 
all embracing- both christians 
and non-christians inclusiveness 
in modern par lances.

Before coming to Myanmar 
his holiness had made a very 
successful visit to columbia, a 
Latin American country where 
the situation of the past five dec-
ades was not dissimilar to that 
of Myanmar. The miraculous 
effect of that visit by means of 

his “message of unity, planting a 
tree of peace and saying a Mass 
to preach a re-conciliation in a 
nation bitterly divided by five 
decades of war. Within the short 
duration of 3 days 8.9.2017 to 
10.9.2017 his holiness, the leader 
of the world’s 1.2 billion catholics 
has accomplished his peace mis-
sion with resounding triumph.

ONE of the most common challenges across South 
Asia during the seasonal monsoon is flooding; and with 
flooding there are two serious threats that endanger 
human life, namely- communicable diseases and snake 
bites. 

Although the outbreak of diseases capture our 
major attention; however, the numerous reported and 
unreported deaths due to snake bites in the rural areas 
is grossly neglected and misrepresented. 

The flood water that enters the local forest areas, 
plug the nesting holes of the snakes with water forcing 
them to come out in the open. 

The snakes in the flood hit area of remote and 
rural areas then start looking for dry areas; and unfor-
tunately come in close encounter with the local human 
habitants resulting in disasters. 

The overflow of flood water, results in snake 
outbreak in the waterbodies as well as adjoining 
river banks, around forest fringes, agricultural fields, 
granaries and even in the inundated villages and rural 
homes. 

The deaths due to snake bites result due to the 
following unfortunate factors: lack of proper transpor-
tation to the nearby health centers for quick injection 
of anti-venom, inadequate supply of anti-venoms in the 
remote, rural health centers or even in district hospi-
tals, lack of enough skilled medical personnel properly 
trained in diagnosing and treating victims of snake 
bites, lack of education and awareness among rural 
communities and above all superstitions regarding 
snakes. 

It is sad to note that many rural families turn to 
traditional healers for treating snake bite victims who 
only delay the process of proper medical treatment 
through their useless and fake show ups for treating 
the unfortunate victims. 

Mass education and awareness regarding all kinds 
of snakes; both non-poisonous and highly poisonous 
(like the cobras, king cobras, kraits and viper) species 
are necessary for the rural communities. 

As long as lack of awareness, infrastructure and 
communication exists in the rural in the remote, rural 
areas; superstitions as well as inadequate and improp-
er treatments will facilitate monsoon deaths due to 
snake bites every year unabated.

If 
local businesses can directly pur-
chase raw materials to produce 
finished products, Myanmar’s 
garment sector will be no longer 
rely on the cutting-making and 
packaging (CMP) system. 

Moreover, this expo might 
attract foreign entrepreneurs to 

invest in Myanmar. If raw mate-
rial factories are established in 
Myanmar, it decrease in import 
value and more revenue will be 
received from the garment ex-
port sector, said U Soe Hlaing, 
managing director of Creation 
Strength. 

Officials from the Chinese 
Textile & Garment Association 
in Myanmar andd the Myanmar 
Garment Manufacturers Asso-
ciation explained the purpose 
of the expo at the press confer-
ence.—Thi Thi Min

MOSCOW — Russian President 
Vladimir Putin has signed into 
law a bill vesting the govern-
ment with the power to label 
foreign-funded media outlets in 
Russia as “foreign agents,” said 
a presidential decree published 
Saturday.

The lower and upper houses 
of Russia’s parliament approved 
the bill on 15 November and 22 
November, respectively.

The law was enacted after 
Russia’s state-owned English 
news channel RT America was 
forced to register as a foreign 
agent in the United States by the 
Department of Justice under its 

Foreign Agents Registration Act 
(FARA) effective since 1938.

FARA requires “persons act-
ing as agents of foreign principals 
in a political or quasi-political 
capacity to make periodic public 
disclosure of their relationship 
with the foreign principal, as well 
as activities, receipts and dis-
bursements in support of those 
activities.”

US authorities accused Rus-
sian media outlets of influencing 
public opinion during the 2016 
presidential election by spread-
ing fake news. But Moscow saw 
the forced registration as an 
obstacle to Russian media ac-

tivities in the United States and 
a step violating the freedom of 
speech. According to the new 
Russian law, the Ministry of Jus-
tice will decide which media out-
lets should be listed as a foreign 
agent, who may face restrictions 
in Russia. The ministry said it 
has sent letters about possible 
recognition as foreign agents to 
VOA, Caucasus Reality, Crimea 
Reality, Siberia Reality, the Idel 
Reality regional project, the 
Current Time TV channel, Ra-
dio Free Europe/Radio Liberty, 
Radio Liberty’s Tatar-Bashkir 
service and the Factograph pro-
ject.—Xinhua

WEST PALM BEACH, (Fla)/
WASHINGTON — A battle 
between the White House and 
Democrats over warring ap-
pointments to head up the top 
US regulator for consumer fi-
nance is likely headed for the 
courts, opening any interim ac-
tions by the agency to legal chal-
lenges, lawyers said on Saturday. 

Richard Cordray, a Dem-
ocrat, stepped down on Friday 
as director of the Consumer 
Financial Protection Bureau 
(CFPB), which was created af-
ter the financial crisis to protect 
consumers from abusive lending 
practices, and he named staff-
er Leandra English as acting 
director. 

A few hours later, President 
Donald Trump named someone 
else to lead the agency: Mick 
Mulvaney, the White House 
budget director and one of the 
CFPB’s fiercest critics. 

The CFPB, the brainchild 
of Senator Elizabeth Warren, 
a Democrat and a liberal fire-
brand, has long been in the 
crosshairs of Republicans, who 
say it has had too much un-
checked power. 

On Saturday, Trump tweet-
ed that the CFPB — which has 
imposed steep penalties on 
banks, auto dealers, student 
lenders and credit card com-
panies for predatory lending 
practices — had “devastated” 
financial institutions.  Demo-
crats and Republicans agree 
that Trump may nominate a 
permanent CFPB chief, but they 
disagree over who may lead the 

agency in the interim, a dispute 
which could drag on for months 
until the Senate confirms a per-
manent Trump appointment.  
The dispute is over which fed-
eral law prevails in naming an 
interim director. According to 
Democrats, the relevant law 
is the 2010 Dodd-Frank Wall 
Street reform law that created 
the CFPB, which stipulates that 
the agency’s deputy director is 
to take over in the short term. 

Cordray, in announcing his 
resignation on Friday, said he 
had named English as deputy 
director and that she would be-
come the acting director. 

But administration officials 
say the 1998 Federal Vacancies 
Reform Act gives the president 
the power to temporarily fill 
agency positions, except for 
those with multi-member boards 
- an exemption they said did not 
apply to the CFPB.  On Saturday 

evening, the Justice Department 
said in a memo that the White 
House was right to name a new 
CFPB director.  The Dodd-Frank 
language about changing CFPB 
directors is “unusual” but the 
White House may name an inter-
im chief, according to the memo. 

Such advice from the Jus-
tice Department is open to legal 
challenge.  Alan Kaplinsky, head 
of the Consumer Financial Ser-
vices Group for law firm Ballard 
Spahr LLP, said the issue will 
likely have to be decided in the 
courts. In the meantime, he said, 
“This enormous cloud of uncer-
tainty” will hang over the CFPB. 

Kaplinsky said he believes 
that Dodd-Frank provides for 
the deputy director to take 
charge during the short-term, 
but Congress did not explicitly 
list the resignation of the direc-
tor as a situation where the dep-
uty would step up.—Reuters 

Succession battle at US financial 
agency seen headed to courts

Brazilian President 
Temer has 2nd surgery, 
recovers well — doctor
SAO PAULO — Brazilian Pres-
ident Michel Temer is well after 
a surgical procedure he under-
went on Friday to clear three 
coronary arteries, a doctor told 
a news conference on Saturday. 

Dr. Roberto Kalil Filho, who 
is leading Temer’s treatment at 
Sírio Libanês Hospital in São 
Paulo, said the medical team 
had observed an increase in an 
obstruction in one of the presi-
dent’s arteries after exams on 
Friday. The doctors then decided 
to do the angioplasty procedure. 

The doctor said Temer 

should remain in the hospital 
for another 48 hours and could 
resume activities on Monday, 
when he plans to meet Boliv-
ian President Evo Morales in 
a ceremony in Brasilia.  The 
president’s press office said 
earlier that Temer had a stent, 
a small device that helps to im-
prove blood flow in the arteries, 
implanted. 

Temer, 77, went through 
another surgery last month, to 
reduce the size of his prostate 
after suffering an obstruction of 
the urethral canal.—Reuters 

BAUCHI, (Nigeria) — Suspect-
ed members of Islamist militant 
group Boko Haram took over 
a town in the restive state of 
Borno in northeast Nigeria on 
Saturday, residents said. 

The attack comes days after 
a suicide bomber killed at least 
50 people at a mosque in neigh-
bouring Adamawa state in one 
of the deadliest attacks since 
President Muhammadu Buhari 
came to power in 2015 pledging 
to end the eight-year insurgency. 

Residents said attackers 
entered Magumeri, around 50 
km (30 miles) from Borno state 
capital Maiduguri, around 7:00 
pm (1800 GMT). They said the 
insurgents shot sporadically and 

threw explosive devices, prompt-
ing locals to flee to a forest. 

“We hurriedly took our fam-
ilies to the bushes before they 
could get us. Almost every resi-
dent is hiding here,” said Wakil 
Bulama, one of two residents 
who spoke to Reuters by tele-
phone.  A military source who 
did not want to be identified said 
Magumeri had been attacked 
but could not confirm whether 
it had been seized.  Boko Har-
am has waged an insurgency in 
northeastern Nigeria since 2009 
in its attempt to create an Islam-
ic state in the region. The group 
has killed more than 20,000 and 
forced around 2 million people 
to flee their homes.—Reuters

BUENOS AIRES — No sign of 
the Argentine submarine lost in 
the South Atlantic since 15 No-
vember has been found despite 
a massive international search 
effort, while families of the 44 
crew members face the increas-
ing likelihood that their loved 
ones will never return. 

Saturday marked the 10th 
day since the ARA San Juan sub-
marine reported its last position 
off Argentina’s southern coast. 
Reports of a sound detected un-
derwater near the last known 
position of the vessel suggest it 
might have imploded after re-
porting an electrical problem. 

But citing respect for the 
families, navy spokesman En-
rique Balbi declined to say an-
ything to confirm the now-com-
mon belief that the crew had 
perished. 

“We are at a stage of hope 
and hopelessness at the same 
time,” Balbi told reporters. “We 
will not speculate beyond the 
facts as we know them.” 

He said seven ships were 
braving 3-meter (3.28-yard) 
waves to map the ocean floor 
where the San Juan was most 
likely to be found. 

The US Navy said it had 
deployed unmanned under-
water vehicles, or “mini-subs” 

equipped with sonar, to join the 
search. A Russian plane arrived 
in Argentina on Friday carry-
ing search equipment capable 
of reaching 6,000 meters (20,000 
feet) below the sea surface, Bal-

bi said. The search effort also 
includes ships and planes from 
Brazil, Chile, Great Britain and 
other countries. 

Families of the crew were 
meanwhile stuck in an emotional 

purgatory. 
“The problem with being 

the loved one of someone who 
is missing is that the mourning 
process cannot start, because 
they are still out there some-

where,” local psychologist Guill-
ermo Bruchstein said in a Sat-
urday television interview. “They 
are gone but are not ‘dead.’” 

The families have said they 
suspect the more than 30-year-
old vessel was not properly main-
tained, a charge the government 
denies, and that the navy has 
been slow in sharing information 
with them. 

Relatives expressed anger 
at the level of funding of the 
armed forces, whose budget 
has declined since the fall of a 
military dictatorship in the 1980s. 

“The loss of the San Juan is 
a consequence of the fact that 
the abandonment and degrada-
tion of our defence forces has 
been an official policy,” Argen-
tine Senator Pino Solanas of the 
independent Project South party 
told local radio on Saturday. 

Concerns about the crew’s 
fate have set off a fierce politi-
cal debate in a society sharply 
divided between supporters of 
President Mauricio Macri and 
opposition Peronists, who have 
been quick to find fault with the 
government’s response. 

“Until we find the subma-
rine and have all the informa-
tion,” Macri said on Friday, “we 
are not going to speculate on who 
is at fault.”—Reuters 

Argentina faces ‘hope and hopelessness’ in submarine search

KATHMANDU — Voting began 
to elect Nepal’s parliament and 
the provincial assemblies on 
Sunday in the country’s north-
ern 32 mountainous and hilly 
districts in the first phase.

Another round of elections 
will take place on 7 December 
in the remaining 45 districts 
of southern plain and hilly dis-
tricts.

Despite a number of 
bomb blasts targeting the can-
didates and their campaigns 
in the run-up to the elections, 
Nepal’s Election Commission 
(EC) said the voting is taking 
place peacefully in all districts 
where polls are being held with 
exciting participation of voters.

“There is no report of dis-
turbances in polls in the early 
hours of voting,” EC spokes-
person Navaraj Dhakal told 
Xinhua.

In the recent bomb attacks, 

former speaker of Nepal’s par-
liament Ram Chandra Poudel, 
former Finance Minister Ram 
Sharan Mahat, another former 
Finance Minister Barsaman 
Pun, former Home Minister 
Janardan Sharma and former 
Information and Communica-
tion Minister Sher Dhan Rai 
were targeted but not harmed.

Nepal’s Home Ministry on 
Saturday said “effective and 
reliable” security has been 
arranged for the polls, urging 
voters to participate in the elec-
tions without fear.

These elections are tak-
ing place to elect the federal 
legislatures at central and pro-
vincial levels as envisioned by 
the Nepal’s new constitution  
promulgated in September 
2015.

The Himalayan country 
had earlier held local elections 
as first step toward implement-

ing the new constitution.
“Elections for federal par-

liament and provincial assem-
bly are important step towards 
implementing the constitution 
which was promulgated by the 
Constituent Assembly for the 
first time in Nepal’s history,” 
Lokraj Baral, a political scien-
tist, said on Sunday.

Nepal is holding the two 
elections together because of 
constitutional provision under 
which all polls will have to be 
concluded by 21 January, 2018.

There are 3,191,945 eligi-
ble voters for the first phase of 
elections. 

As many as 702 candidates 
are contesting both polls under 
a first-past-the-post election 
system. There are 5,838 candi-
dates under proportional elec-
tion system for both phases of 
elections, according to Nepal’s 
election authority.—Xinhua 

Polls begin in Nepal for central, 
provincial parliaments

BEIJING — Authorities are 
checking and handling potential 
safety hazards, especially fire 
risks, in every village, courtyard 
and company in Beijing, after a 
fire killed 19 people last week.

The main targets of the on-
going 40-day checks are buildings 
and factory sites simultaneous-
ly used for storage, production 
and housing, a Beijing Municipal 
Work Safety Committee spokes-
person said.

He said the “blanket search 
and investigation campaign,” 
launched last week, had identi-
fied over 25,000 potential safety 
hazards, some of which were 
“shocking.” The hazards were 
numerous, including firms using 
combustible materials in work-
er dormitories, factories renting 
workshop-turned-apartments 
that were overcrowded and con-
tained dangerous electric wires, 
as well as delivery distribution 
sites with blocked fire access and 

couriers living inside.
“Once these buildings catch 

fire, there will be heavy casual-
ties,” the spokesperson said.

Every year, Beijing police re-
ceive around 5,000 fire reports, 
many of which are in winter.

The spokesperson said that 
removing the hazards in big cities 
like Beijing was a long-term task 
and involved the safety aware-
ness of all residents.

Last Saturday, a fire started 
in Daxing district in a cold stor-
age basement, where refrigera-
tion equipment was being tested.

Carbon monoxide poisoning 
caused 19 deaths, including eight 
under 18. Beijing police have de-
tained 18 people, including sev-
en who managed the apartment 
block, seven electricity workers 
and four construction workers at 
the refrigeration facility. Eleven 
of the workers do not hold the 
qualifications required by the 
authorities.—Xinhua

Bali’s erupting volcano raises 
air travel warnings
DENPASAR, (Indonesia) 
— Indonesian and region-
al authorities heightened 
flight warnings around 
Bali’s Mount Agung on 
Sunday as the volcano’s 
eruptions sent a plume of 
volcanic ash and steam 
more than 6,000 metres into 
the skies above the popular 
holiday island. 

Ash from the eruption 
covered roads, cars and 
buildings near the volca-
no in the northeast of the 
island, while overnight a 
red glow of what appeared 
to be magma could be seen 
in photographs by Antara, 
the state news agency. 

“Since last night 
the eruption has been a 
magmatic type eruption, 
not phreatic,” Sutopo, a 
spokesman for Indonesia’s 
Disaster Mitigation Agency 
(BNPB), said in a Twitter 
message, referring to the 
switch from a steam-driv-
en eruption to one with 
magma. 

“That’s what has 
caused the eruption to con-
tinue to produce smoke and 
dark volcanic ash.” 

Vulcanologist Simon 
Carn said on his Twitter 
account:  “Summit glow at 
#Agung indicates magma 
likely at or near surface. 
Satellites also detected 
thermal anomalies over-

night.”  Bali, famous for its 
surf, beaches and temples, 
attracted nearly 5 million 
visitors last year, but busi-
ness has slumped in areas 
around the volcano since 
September when Agung’s 
volcanic tremors began to 
increase.  

Agung rises majesti-
cally over eastern Bali at a 
height of just over 3,000 me-
tres. When it last erupted 
in 1963 it killed more than 
1,000 people and razed sev-
eral villages. 

Australia’s Bureau 
of Meteorology said in an 
advisory from it’s Volcan-
ic Ash Advisory Centre 

(VACC) in Darwin that the 
eruption was ”expected to 
be ongoing. 

Maps provided by 
VACC show an area of ash 
cloud heading southeast 
over the neighbouring is-
land of Lombok, away from 
Bali’s capital, Denpasar, 
where the main interna-
tional airport is located. 

Indonesia also upgrad-
ed its Volcano Observatory 
Notice for Aviation (VONA) 
to red, its highest warning, 
and said the ash-cloud top 
could reach 19,654 feet 
(6,142 metres) or higher. 

However, officials said 
the airport would remain 

open for now as the ash 
could be avoided. 

“The volcanic ash has 
only been detected in a 
certain area,” the airport 
and other officials said in a 
joint statement.  All domes-
tic flights and the airport 
itself were operating as 
“normal” and tests for ash 
had been negative, it said. 

Yunus Suprayogi, 
general manager of Bali 
airport operator Angkasa 
Pura I, said food and enter-
tainment would be provid-
ed as well as extra bus ser-
vices if conditions changed 
and passenger numbers 
increased. —Reuters        

SENDAI —Disaster pre-
vention experts from Ja-
pan and abroad gathered 
in the city of Sendai on Sat-
urday to discuss lessons 
from the earthquake and 
tsunami that devastated 
northeastern Japan in 
2011. The first “World Bo-
sai Forum,” incorporating 
the Japanese word mean-
ing disaster mitigation, 
was organized by the local 
government and Tohoku 
University following adop-
tion of a global guideline for 
disaster risk reduction at a 
U.N. meeting in the city in 
Miyagi Prefecture in 2015.

The Sendai Frame-
work for Disaster Risk Re-
duction recognizes that the 
state has the primary role 
in reducing disaster risk, 
but that others including 
local government and the 
private sector must be in-
volved. The World Bosai 
Forum is to be held every 
two years, with the organ-
izers hoping the Japanese 
word “bosai” becomes a 
universal term for efforts 
in the field worldwide.

More than 900 people 
from research institutions 
and companies in more 
than 40 countries and re-

gions are expected to take 
part in the four-day con-
ference through Tuesday. 
Japanese youth from areas 
affected by the March 2011 
disasters joined the event 
to share lessons learned 
from the magnitude-9.0 
quake and tsunami, which 
left more than 15,000 peo-
ple dead and many still 
unaccounted for. Stu-
dents from Otsuchi High 
School in Iwate Prefecture 
explained their efforts to 
chronicle — through pho-
tos taken from fixed obser-
vation points — the pro-
cess of reconstructing the 

town of Otsuchi. And Fuk-
ushima Prefecture high 
school students reported 
on their efforts to monitor 
radiation levels in the wake 
of the Fukushima Daiichi 
nuclear power plant disas-
ter, triggered by the mas-
sive tsunami waves that 
engulfed the plant on the 
Pacific coast. The mayor of 
a western Japanese town 
which may be affected by 
a government-predict-
ed massive quake in the 
Nankai Trough, said, “Our 
town’s challenge is realiz-
ing zero victims” in that 
event.—Kyodo News

American customers

LOS ANGELES — US au-
thorities and local officials 
have urged customers to 
shop on this year’s Small 
Business Saturday, a new 
shopping holiday that falls 
on the fourth Saturday of 
November, and which is 
sandwiched between the 
traditional Black Friday 
and Cyber Monday.

First observed in the 
country on 27 November, 
2010, Small Business Sat-
urday is not like Black 
Friday or Cyber Monday, 
which feature big-box 
retail and e-commerce 
stores respectively such 
as Macy’s and Amazon.
com.

Small Business Satur-
day is less about big profits 
and more about encour-
aging holiday shoppers 
to patronize businesses 
owned by small merchants 
in their own communities, 
even backyards.

Avalon is a small com-
munity located in Santa 
Catalina Island in the 
western US state of Cal-
ifornia, 90 km west of Los 
Angeles downtown, with 
only 3,700 residents.

“We are a small busi-
ness, we do 10 percent off 
on anything in the store 
on Small Business Day,” 
Marcela Johnson, who 
works for a local grocery 

in Avalon, told Xinhua.
“A lot of people here 

support local business, 
during last three days, 
we almost increased 30 
percent. Cyber Monday 
comes too, we did way 
better last year, (online 
shopping) doesn’t affect 
here very much, because 
there are many local sup-
ports here,” said Johnson.

Independent neigh-
borhood retailers, restau-
rants and producers like 
Johnson’s grocery play a 
very important role in the 
country’s economic sys-
tem, according to the US 
Small Business Admin-
istration (SBA), an inde-
pendent federal agency 
supporting the interests 
of small business.

“Small businesses 
are the engine of our na-
tional economy. We now 
have in the United States 
about 30 million small 
businesses. About half 
of all American workers 
are either employed by a 
small business or own a 
small business. And two 
out of three new jobs are 
created by small business. 
Those are pretty powerful 
and compelling statistics,” 
said Linda McMahon, Ad-
ministrator of SBA, in a 
press release Saturday.—

Bayern still lead on 29 
points but the defeat cut their 
advantage to three points, with 
RB Leipzig now on 26 after 
their 2-0 win over Werder Bre-
men.
